ORDINANCE 2014-1

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND CHAPTER 14, ARTICLE | OF THE CITY OF
ALBION CODE OF ORDINANCES, BY ADDING A SECTION 14-8 AND
AMENDING SECTION 14-7 TO PROVIDE FOR PENALTIES FOR
VIOLATIONS THEREOF.

Findings and Purpose

Chapter 14 of the Code of Ordinances regulates animals. There have been a
growing number of complaints regarding the population of at-large animals,
whether feral or stray, and the increased public concern regarding this issue
warrants review. This Ordinance is being added to provide for the health, safety,
and welfare of the citizens of Albion as well as the humane treatment of animals.

THE CITY OF ALBION ORDAINS:

Section 14-7. Penalty for violation.

(a) Any person who violates sections 14-4, 14-5, or 14-6 of this article shall,
upon conviction, be punished by a fine of not less than $100.00 and not more
than $500.00 or imprisonment of not more than 90 days in jail or by both fine and
imprisonment. Such violator shall also be liable for all reasonable costs incurred
by the city in enforcing this article.

(b) A violation of subsections 14-1, 14-2, 14-3, or 14-8 shall constitute a civil
infraction and complaints shall be processed and punished according to section
1-26 of this Code, et. seq.

Section 14-8. — Feeding and Management of animals.

(1) No person shall place food outdoors, or maintain placement of food
outdoors, unless the food is located inside a proper enclosure that is
inaccessible to at-large animals. Additionally, no person shall knowingly
feed an animal that he or she does not own. This section shall not apply to:

(a) a person who knowingly feeds an animal with the express permission from
the animal's owner, if the animal’s owner is known; or
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(b) a person who knowingly feeds an animal while participating in a city-
approved trap/neuter/return program; or

(c) a person who maintains a bird feeder, for the exclusive purpose of feeding

birds, with placement of the feeder so as to make it inaccessible to non-
avian (bird) at-large animals;

This Ordinance shall take effect after publication and on May 21, 2014.

! am writing following our telephone conversation earlier this waek regarding our plans to seek financing
om the Michigan State Heusing Development Authority (MSHDA) to meke extensive repairs and
improvemenis to Lincolnshire Townhomes at 900 Boyd Drive.

I MSHDA decides to fund the project, then the property will be eligible for a paymant in lieu of taxes
(PILOT). As discussed, the agency encourages developers to work with city officials to arrive at an
acceptable amount for the PILOT payments.

| went ahead and ran numbers to determine the PILOT percentage necessary to achieve a payment that
would equal the current year property tax bill. With a PILOT percentage of 8.84 percent, the payment
cavering 2015 would be approximately $60,188, which is about two percent higher than the anticipated
2014 tax bill of $59,000 for the property.

The PILOT payment would increase each year by an inflation factor that is published in the Federal
Register annually. This is because rental rates at Section 8 projects like Lincolnshire go up each year by
this factor, which the US Department of HUD calls Operating Cost Adjustment Factors (OCAFs). Tha
incrementally higher rental rates would result in annual upward adjustments to the PILOT payments,
since the calculation begins with the annual rent collections,

Attached you will find sample PILOT payment calculations using our actual income and expenses from
2013 and projections for 2014 and 2015.

In summary, this proposal to have an 8.84 percent PILOT would maintain the current level of tax revenue
for the city and inciudes a machanism for an annual upward adjustment in the payment to account for

inflation.

By supporting the PILOT, the city would be demonstrating its cooperation and would help to ensure that
the project is selected by MSHDA to receive the funding necessary to make significant improvemants to
this part of Albion's housing stock.

TAX EXEMPTION ORDINANCE

Adopted: April __,2014
Effective: April ___, 2014

An Ordinance to provide for a service charge in lieu of taxes for a multiple family dwelling
project for persons of low income to be financed or assisted pursuant to the provisions of the State
Housing Development Authority Act of 1966.

THE CITY OF ALBION ORDAINS:

SECTION 1. This Ordinance shall be known and cited as the "City of Albion Tax
Exemption Ordinance."

SECTION 2. Preamble.

Itis acknowledged that it is a proper public purpose of the State of Michigan and its political
subdivisions to provide housing for its citizens of low income and to encourage the development of
such housing by providing for a service charge in lieu of property taxes in accordance with the State
Housing Development Authority Act of 1966 (1966 PA 346, as amended, MCL Section 125.1401 et.
seq.). Itis further acknowledged that such housing for persons of low income is a public necessity,
and as the City of Albion will be benefitted and improved by such housing, the encouragement of the
same by providing certain real estate tax exemption for such housing is a valid public purpose;
further, that the continuance of the provisions of this Ordinance for tax exemption and the service
charge in lieu of taxes during the period contemplated in this Ordinance are essential to the
determination of economic feasibility of housing developments which are constructed and financed
in reliance on such tax exemption.

The City of Albion acknowledges that Lincolnshire Redevelopment Limited Dividend
Housing Association LLC (the “Sponsor”) has offered subject to receipt of a Mortgage Loan from
the Michigan State Housing Development Authority (the “Authority) , or a mortgage loan from a
private lender and insured by HUD, to own, rehabilitate and operate a housing development
identified as Lincolnshire Townhomes on certain property located at 900 Boyd Drive in the City of
Albion, Calhoun County to serve persons and families of low income, and that the Sponsor has
offered to pay the City of Albion on account of this housing development an annual service charge
for public services in lieu of all taxes.

SECTION 3. Definitions.

A Authority means the Michigan State Housing Development Authority.
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B. Act means the State Housing Development Authority Act, being Public Act 346 of
1966, of the State of Michigan, as amended,

(0 Annual Shelter Rent means the total collections during an agreed annual period from
all occupants of a housing development representing rent or occupancy charges, exclusive of charges
for gas, electricity, heat, or other utilities furnished to the occupants.

D. Contract Rents are as defined by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban
Development in regulations promulgated pursuant to the U.S. Housing Act of 1937, as amended.

E. Housing Development means a development which contains a significant element of
housing for persons and families of low income and such elements of other housing, commercial,
recreational, industrial, communal, and cducational facilities as the Authority determines improve
the quality of the development as it relates to housing for persons of low income.

F HUD means the United States Department of Housing and Urban Development.

G. Mortgage Loan means a loan to be made by the Authority to the Sponsor for the
construction and/or permanent financing of the Housing Development.

H. Utilities mean fuel, water, sanitary sewer service and/or electrical service which are
paid by the Housing Development.

L Sponsor means person(s) or entities which have applied to the Authority for a
Mortgage Loan to finance a Housing Development.

SECTION 4. Class of Housing Developments.

It is determined that the class of Housing Developments to which the tax exemption shall
apply and for which a service charge shall be paid in lieu of such taxes shall be multi-family
dwellings persons or families of low income, which are financed or assisted pursuant to the Act, It
is further determined that Lincolnshire Townhomes is of this class,

SECTION 5. Establishment of Annual Service Charge.

The Housing Development identified as Lincolnshire Townhomes and the property on which
it is constructed shall be exempt from all property taxes from and after the commencement of
construction. The City of Albion, acknowledging that the Sponsor and the Authority and/or HUD
have established the economic feasibility of the Housing Development in reliance upon the
enactment and continuing effect of this Ordinance and the qualification of the Housing Development
for exemption fromall property taxes and a payment in lieu of taxes as established in this Ordinance,
and in consideration of the Sponsor's offer, subject to receipt ofa Mortgage Loan from the Authority
and/or a mortgage loan from a private lender insured by HUD, to construct, own and operate the
Housing Development, agrees to aceept payment of an annual service charge for public services in
licu of all property taxes. The annual service charge shall be equal to 8.84% of the Annual Shelter
Rents.
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SECTION 6. Limitation on the Payment of Annual Service Charge.

Notwithstanding Section 3, the service charge to be paid each year in licu of taxes for the
part of the Housing Development which is tax exempt and which is occupied by other than low
income persons or families shall be equal to the full amount of the taxes which would be paid on that
portion of the Housing Development if the Housing Development were not tax exempt.

The term "low income" as used herein shall be the same as found in Section 15(a)(7) of the
Act.

SECTION 7. Contractual Effect of Ordinance.

Notwithstanding the provisions of Section 15(a)(5) of the Act, to the contrary, a contract
between the City of Albion and the Sponsor with the Authority, HUD, or any private lender
providing a mortgage loan to the Sponsor that is insured by HUD, as third party beneficiary under
the contract, to provide tax exemption and accept payments in lieu of taxes, as previously described,
is effectuated by enactment of this Ordinance.

SECTION 8. Payment of Service Charge.

The service charge in lieu of taxes as determined under the Ordinance shall be payable in the
same manner as general property taxes are payable to the City of Albion except that the annual
payment shall be paid on or before June 15 of each year.

SECTION 9. Duration.

This Ordinance shall remain in effect and shall not terminate so long as the Mortgage Loan
and/or any mortgage loan from a private lender insured by HUD, remains outstanding and unpaid or
the Authority or HUD has any interest in the property; provided, that the Sponsor acquires
ownership of the Housing Development within one year from the effective date of this Ordinance.

SECTION 10. Severability.

The various sections and provisions of this Ordinance shall be deemed to be severable, and
should any section or provision of this Ordinance be declared by any court of competent jurisdiction
to be unconstitutional or invalid the same shall not affect the validity of the Ordinance as a whole or
any section or provision of this Ordinance other than the section or provision so declared to be
unconstitutional or invalid.

SECTION 11. Effective Date.

This Ordinance shall become effective on April ___» 2014 or as otherwise provided in the
Charter. All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict with this Ordinance are repealed to the
extent of such conflict.
