Commissioner Washington made a motion to approve the minutes as written. Commissioner Bradley
seconded the motion. The motion was approved by all.

Communication:

Presentation from Thomas Lovachis of Specialty Satellite and Antenna Services for Alternative
Cabling for Albion Housing Commission Residents (enc. #9): Director Kemp informed the Board
Thomas Lovachis of Specialty Satellite and Antenna Services for Alternative Cabling was present to
present the Board with information regarding Albion Housing Commission Residents receiving an
alternative to cable. Commissioner Arnett stated he was contacted by the City Mayor. Joe Domingo due
to a concern Peabody and Mather residents had regarding the installation of satellites. Director Kemp
stated Albion Housing Commission board has placed a freeze on allowing satellites to be installed due to
how satellites were being installed. Director Kemp stated satellites were also an issue when residents
vacated and when the lawns were being trimmed. At that time, the Board tabled the Satellite Policy and
placed a freeze on the installation of satellites. Mr. Lovachis stated this satellite and antenna service
would offer residents free HD local TV. After much discussion, Mr. Lovachis stated it the cost to install
the antenna at Peabody and Mather would be approximately $1,000.00. He stated this would just give
residents free HD local channels. Mr. Lovachis stated the cost would increase if satellites were added to
each building to give residents cable channels. Mr. Lovachis stated he would train Maintenance
Supervisor, Quentin Brown to connect antennas for new residents and change current residents from cable
to antenna. Mr. Lovachis stated maintenance would be able to make the connection fairly quick and it
would take a matter of minutes. Commissioner Bradley asked Director Kemp to check with other housing
commissions to see if they have used this service and if it has been beneficial to their residents. Director
Kemp stated that a survey for Peabody and Mather residents would be completed to see what their wants
are; that way the housing commission would know how to invest.

Albion Housing Commission’s Occupancy & Vacancy Loss Report (enc. #1): Director Kemp
informed the Board that she received a phone call from the Detroit HUD office this morning in regards to
vacancies. HUD informed Director Kemp that the housing commission needed three (3) units occupied by
the end of the week. Director Kemp informed HUD that housing commission is attempting to meet the
demand without lowering the housing commission’s standards. Commissioner Bradley asked Director
Kemp what was the decision on the individual that Mr. Barnes called to reference for. Director Kemp
informed the Board that the applicant has been denied. Director Kemp informed the Board that Mr.
Barnes contacted the housing commission in regards to an applicant that he wanted to be a reference for
this applicant. Director Kemp stated the housing commission policy states an applicant must pass a credit,
criminal and landlord back ground before being admitted into housing. Director Kemp informed the
Board that this applicant was denied based on her criminal background. Director Kemp stated the
applicant can request a hearing. Commissioner Noble asked the status of the tenant he referred to the
housing commission. Director Kemp informed the Board that she has been approved for housing and has
moved in. Commissioner Arnett stated this particular applicant also contacted him. He informed the
applicant that the housing commission is currently taking care of her application. Director Kemp stated
this individual has also contacted the HUD office as well as cursed Administrative Assistant, Callie
Taylor. Director Kemp stated the HUD office contacted her while at home and she informed HUD that
due to the applicant’s behavior, she was inclined to deny her. Although, the applicant had a pleasant credit
and criminal history so she was approved for housing. Director Kemp informed the Board the delay was
the applicants background check from Fort Wayne, Indiana. Commissioner Gant stated that he received a
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call from this applicant as well. Commissioner Arnett commented this is regarding a past Executive
Director from Hillsdale Housing Commission daughter who is pregnant. Director Kemp informed HUD
that the Albion Housing Commission is still trying to maintain standards although utilities have been an
issue. Director Kemp informed HUD that the housing commission is working with applicants by moving
an applicant in with utility issues and issuing a letter stating the tenant has 10 days to get services on in
their name. If after the 10 days, services are not in the tenant’s name, the housing commission will issue a
30-day Termination of Tenancy. Commissioner Bradley stated board meetings are held each month for
residents to come address their issues and concerns and no residents show.

Albion Housing Commission’s Capital Investments, Roll Call (enc. #2): Director Kemp informed the
Board that the CD from Chemical Bank in the amount of $125.479.70 was re-invested at .40% interest
rate. Director Kemp stated the CD from United Educational Credit Union in the amount of $101.448.36
will mature on March 8, 2015 at .85% interest rate. Director Kemp stated the Albion Housing
Commission will try to maintain the .85% interest rate. Commissioner Arnett called for a motion.
Commissioner Noble made a motion to reinvest the Capital Investments in the amount of $125,479.70 at
the best possible rate. Commissioner Bradley seconded the motion. The motion was approved by all.
