The July 9, 2015 ABA meeting was called to order by Vice Chair Tymkew at 8:08
a.m.

1. Approval of Minutes

Brown moved, Farmer supported, CARRIED, to approve the May 14, 2015
minutes as drafted.

IV. New Business

A. Approval of Purchase & Development agreement — Porter Street
Development

This purchase agreement is for the sale and purchase of property related to
the development of the Porter Street project with Downtown Albion Hotel,
LLC.

Sindt updated the commission on the project.
Manager Mitchell noted two changes on the document as follows:

* Change to section 4.1 of the new ABA Agreement. Should read
“ninety (90)" days after signing. It was noted that it could be done by
hand, with initials from Chairman Bell.

e Change 7.15 from April 30 to July 10.

Tracy reviewed which lots were encompassed by this project.
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Brown moved, Seedorf supported, unanimously CARRIED, to approve the
agreement with the corrections outlined by Manager Mitchell and to
encompass all lots in Attachment A.

. Authorization for Maintenance of ABA Lots

The ABA has sidewalk fees and vegetation maintenance associated with lots
they own. Sidewalk fees are $1,000 (20 lots at $50 each) and vegetation
maintenance through the City's contracted service is a minimum of $82 each.
The ABA property across from Dollar General on Cass Street needs to be
mowed.

$800 is budgeted for sidewalk fees, but properties total $1,000 in charges.

Manager Mitchell will find out what it would cost for the City to mow the ABA
lots.

Brown moved, Farmer supported, CARRIED, to support payment of the
sidewalk assessments.

Brown moved, Seedorf supported, CARRIED, to reimburse the City for costs
incurred for mowing ABA lots.

. Review of ABA Property List

The commission reviewed the list of ABA-owned properties provided in their
packets. Additional maps were provided by J Tracy, Planning & Zoning
Director. It was noted that the EDC building at 309 S Superior was not
included on the list.

Discussion on each property identified:

e 121,119,117, 111, 107 W Center; 212 and 216 S Superior; 108 and
112 W Porter are the properties where the hotel will be located.

216 N Eaton — Recycling Center

201 N Clinton — Fire Station & adjacent building

112 E Erie — Food Hub

219 N Eaton — Park area river trail - building on the property is used by
the Recycling Center

1109 Austin — by Industrial Park — vacant

205 N Gale — vacant — surrounded by other City properties

101 N Gale — Pole barn used by ADPS

1041 Maple Street — Maple Grove area

201 and 117 Market Place — Medical building area
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Tracy will have Assessing research 201 and 117 Market Place in regards to
the road that runs through the property.

D. Strategic Plan for ABA Properties

It was noted that the ABA was short on income properties and is looking to
sell a portion for income.

The following properties were discussed:

e 101 N Gale. This property is being used by ADPS. It was suggested
that the City should own it and not the ABA since it was being used by
a City department. Manager Mitchell will talk to the City attorney
regarding this property.

e 201and 117 Market Place. Assessing will let the ABA know who owns
the rest of the parking lot.

e 201 N Clinton. Albion Innovations occupies it currently rent-free. It
could be rented out for income. It was noted that this building operates
at a loss each year. There was discussion about possibly renting or
selling this building to the Recycling Center or Albion Innovations.

e 309 N Superior (not on list). This property is costing the ABA money.
It was noted that the ABA was approximately $3,000 in the hole on this
property this year.

V. Miscellaneous
A. Update on 112 W Erie

P Sindt, EDC, updated the ABA on 112 W Erie, the property where the Food
Hub is to be located. Construction has begun. The asbestos abatement will
be there today and tomorrow. Sindt will let the ABA know what the cost is
when she knows. More environmental sampling has been done in the
basement. They are waiting on results.
Sindt has not heard back from the Battle Creek Community Foundation yet.

The City is splitting the cost of sewer and water work with the Food Hub. It is
anticipated that the project will be completed in early December.
