B. Update Ismon House Restoration Grant

would like to find an anchor tenant to help with rent. City Manager Mitchell stated the
City of Albion will be the handling the funds for the Ismon House grant and administrative
fees will be charged for this service.

C. Request $10,500 for Wiring Downtown Sound System to be Moved from 101
N. Superior Strest Building and Underground Boring to Attach to Pole

City Manager Mitchell advised that the property owner at 101 N. Superior Street
would like the wire for the speaker system removed from the building and would like it
to be done in 45 days. She stated the bulk of the cost is to relocate the wire
underground. She stated the DDA could remove the wire and wait until next year and
have the Chamber help with cost in relocating the wire next year.

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Albion DDA - Fagade Grant Guidelines

The Albion Downtown Development Authority (DDA) was formed in 1988. Its mission is to seek to correct
and prevent deterioration in the downtown business district, to encourage historic preservation and to
promote the economic growth of the DDA district. As such, the DDA strives to make the downtown area
a vibrant space that will attract local residents and boost commerce in the district.

= The Albion DDA provides up to 50% in matching funds for improvements to the exterior of a property.

= The facades(s) being improved must be within the Albion Downtown Development District.

= Priority consideration is given to buildings with frontage on Superior St., or the following streets if the
building is on a corner that abuts Superior St: Cass St., W. Center St., W. Porter St., Erie St., or Ash St.

= Other applications for improvements to the street-facing facades in the DDA district will be considered
if funding is available.

= Grant funds will not exceed $1,000 per project.

= No work shall commence prior to grant approval and all work is to be completed by December 15,
2015. {Work/purchases must not commence prior to 2015.

= Approved Facade Reimbursement Projects that cannot be completed on or before December 31,
2015, must request an authorization for an extension from the DDA Board.

= Requests for reimbursement must be submitted within sixty (60) days of the completion of the
project.

*  Only one {1) Fagade Grant reimbursement shall be issued per parcel (property tax id number) in a
calendar year.

= Only one (1) Fagade Grant reimbursement shall be issued per property owner (property tax id
number) in a calendar year.

®  On or before September 1, 2015, all requests for Fagade Grant reimbursement shall be received by
the Albion DDA Board of Directors at the City of Albion, City Hall, 112 Cass St., Albion, MI 49924,

= The City of Albion, on behalf of the Albion DDA, will issue property owners having shown proper
evidence (receipts) of work performed, reimbursement checks for no more than 50% of project costs
or $1,000, whichever is less.

* Fagade Grant Reimbursements may only be used for the purchase of materials or for labor from
licensed contractors.

» The DDA is open to innovative proposals, however, the DDA board has the sole discretion to award
grants it views are in the best interest of Albion’s downtown area.

Albion DDA - Fagade Grant Criteria

The Albion DDA Fagade Grant program is subject to the availability of funding. Upon the receipt of Fagade
Grant applications, the Albion DDA has the right to determine the maximum number of grants that may
be awarded. The criteria for accessing project applications include: public purpose of the project;
desirability; suitability; and economic feasibility. The Albion DDA Board may request such other data and
information from the applicant as it deems appropriate. The additional requirements may include, and
are not limited to: current status on taxes (real, personal, property, and payroll withholding) and water
bills.
