An existing 7,800 sf structure housing medical offices/clinic and a physical
rehabilitation center is located on the west portion of 3.54 acres at 300 B
Drive N. An existing asphalt parking lot comprised approximately 45 parking

spaces accommodates the existing structure. The existing structure was built
in 1996

The proposed structure is to be located on the east portion of the 3.54 acre
site which is mostly covered by trees. The proposed structure is to be used
for a dialysis clinic which was granted a use variance by the Zoning Board of
Appeals at their June 9, 2015 meeting. The proposed dialysis clinic will have
13 dialysis stations, with an additional 4 locations stubbed out for future
dialysis stations and 3 training dialysis stations for in-home dialysis. There
will be approximately 8-10 employees. The location of the proposed structure
will allow patients to walk to doctors’ offices in the existing structure and allow
the buildings to share staff at both locations.

Upon determination of the Planning Commission that the site plan
is in compliance, except with minor revisions, said changes will be so
indicated. When these changes have been adequately provided, the

The Director of Public Services will give final approval of city utilities, driveway
ingress/egress and County will give final approval reference soil erosion.
