She went on to graduate cum laude from Albion College in 1956; and
WHEREAS Ruth Holland Scott was named an Albion College Distinguished Alumna in 1975 and received an honorary doctorate from Albion College in 2000; and
WHEREAS, her illustrious career includes being an educator and administrator. Dr. Scott has held many positions in the Rochester, New York school district. She set up the reading lab at the former Wilson Junior High and was dean of women at the old Madison High School. Scott is the former head of the 19th Ward Community Association, and was the first black woman to serve on Rochester City Council. She became Council president in 1986 and eventually ran for mayor; and
WHEREAS, because of her many accomplishments, she has been recognized by a number of local and national groups for community and volunteer service, and received the New York State Senate's 2005 Woman of Distinction Award. She earned a Master's degree from Kent State University and an administration certificate from State University of New York at Brockport and participated in Dartmouth College's Advanced Entrepreneurial Program for corporate executives; and
WHEREAS, it is our distinct pleasure to join with Albion College and the Albion Branch NAACP in recognizing Dr. Ruth Holland Scott.  We welcome her back to her hometown of Albion and applaud her exceptional accomplishments, and ongoing efforts to keep alive the dreams of Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr.
