CDH occurs in about one of every 2200 births, the overall survival rate is about 65-70% however with research being done at The University of Michigan the survival rate increases to over 80% .
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, I, Joseph Domingo, Mayor of the City of Albion, do hereby proclaim April 19th, 2015 as Congenital Diaphragmatic Hernia Awareness Day in Albion and recognize the importance of the awareness of this disease.
